Check-Out Procedures
Location: Chapel or Memorial Hall
*Leave luggage in vehicle
*You will be asked to Check-In your camper, this
includes asking about any current illnesses, a
temperature check and medication to be turned in.
*You will also write on the Check-In card who is
picking up your camper.
*Camper will then go to the dorm with parents to
unpack.

old pair of tennis shoes, jacket, rain gear or
poncho, sweatshirt(s), swim trunks, shoes
to wear to/from beachfront, water shoes.
Bedding: sleeping bag & pillow 
Towels, wash cloth, personal hygiene items
1 large garbage bag for dirty & wet laundry
Cell phones and all electronic equipment
are not permitted at camp.
Reminder: Campers stay in the lower
level/beachfront of the main building:
Memorial Hall 

What to Pack for Fishing  Camp

Location: Memorial Hall Lobby Entrance
*Check-Out your camper in the Memorial Hall
fireplace room.
*After you have signed out your camper, you will
proceed to the lower lake level and will be met at
the door by Camp Staff who will direct you to the
beachfront 
*Proceed up the stairs from the beachfront to exit.
You may take your camper home.

Camper money can easily be added in
the camper’s online registration
account, or deposited at check-in. The
Snack Shoppe is open up to 2x daily
and the Camp Store is open daily. 
Snack prices range from $0.50 to
$3.00. The Camp Store & Snack
Shoppe will be opened during check-
in/out.
