4-YEAR OLD PROGRAMMING

Owlets is a half-day program for 4-year-old campers. Hours are 8:30am to 12:30pm. After-
care is not available for this age group. Groups of 10 campers and 2 counselors will
explore nature, hike, swim at the pool, play games, and make crafts. There is no canoeing
for Owlets.

FIRST DAY OF CAMP NEED TO KNOWS

e Owlet Camp runs from 8:45am to 12:30pm

e Drop-off for Owlets is by the pool area. More information about where to drop-off
below.

e Drop-off will run carpool style. Your camper’s counselors will be there to greet
them with a warm smile and help them get to their group.

e Schedules will be emailed to you the week prior to your session.

e You will be given your camper’s t-shirt at pick-up on the first day.

DROP-OFF AND PICK-UP

o We understand that this might be the first time your camper has spent time
away from home, without their grown-up. Our counselors are specially
trained to help facilitate an easy transition for them. Our counselors will
greet your camper in the morning and walk them to the rest of the group.

e Drop-off begins at 8:30am at the bridge across from regular camp drop off.
Please look for the “Owlet drop off” signs.

e Owlets swim 1°'thing at 8:45am, please send your camper to camp in their
swimsuit.

e Pick-upisfrom 12:15pm to 12:30pm in the Owlet nest. Please follow the signs
and your camper’s counselor will check you out and let you know about your
campers’ day.



DAILY ROUTINE

Sample Schedule
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Each Owlet day is split into 4 activity periods, snack time, and lunch. Above is an example
of a day in the Owlet camp. Owlets swim first thing in the morning, so we kindly ask that
you send them to camp in their swim gear. Counselors design a unique schedule each
week with fun games, activities and hikes. Transition times are built into the beginning and
end of each period and often include songs, stories, and clean up games.
