Week 1: Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday we will explore the basics of 
horsemanship and horse anatomy, as well as practicing basic knot-tying.

Week 2: Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday we will diver deeper into learning 
about how to build relationships with horses, hoof care, riding technique and basic 
horse aids.

We start every day in the equine area, where we will practice haltering, leading, grooming, saddling and riding horses.
 
Week 1: Learn how to halter, lead, groom, saddle, bridle, mount/dismount and ride horses. Our first ride will be on Thursday!
Week 2: Learn how to tack up, hoof pick and shoe horses. Level 2 campers will be riding every day! Campers must have completed a Level 1 
Horse Hands Camp or Class prior to attending!

Each day, we engage in games known as “Low Ropes.” While the games do not always require ropes, all games explore teamwork, collaborative 
problem solving, perseverance and trust. On day one, we collaborate on group expectations, and work together to build a resilient team by the 
end of the week.
