We provide a filling lunch for each camper as well as an afternoon snack at our camp “canteen.”
Campers may choose to bring additional spending money should they want to buy merch from
the canteen camp store. The camp store offers camp-branded items such as water bottles,
stickers, and t-shirts for sale (ranging in price from $1 to $45). Your camper is responsible for
keeping up with any items they purchase from the store.

« Camp Store Credit is available for purchase when/after registering your child. This will
allow your camper to purchase items from the camp store without having to keep track
of physical money.
