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Costume, Make-Up and Hair Instructions

Costume Instructions

Costumes are already arriving and will be stored in the dance building until the show.

Underneath their costume, all female dancers should wear a spaghetti strap/nude-
colored leotard to facilitate fast changes and for comfort. This leotard can be bought at
any dancewear store. Wearing the leotard underneath the costume helps dancers to be
more comfortable with the material of the costume. In turn, this helps them
concentrate more on their dance rather than on what they are wearing. We are
preparing our youngest dancers for when they move up to participation in Lower School
productions.

All Ballet dancers are to wear a spaghetti strap/nude-colored leotard, pink tights and
pink ballet shoes for photos and the show.

All Friday Jazz dancers are to wear a spaghetti strap/nude-colored leotard, pink tights
and black jazz shoes for photos and the show.

Boys are to wear white ankle socks and white sneakers for photos and the show.

Please label ALL items your dancers will wear or will leave at school with your dancer’s
name. We will label the costumes and accessories with their name.

Hair Instructions

All girl dancers should wear a standard ballet bun. Please see specific instructions on
how to make a ballet bun at the following link:

Boys — no special hair needs.

Makeup Instructions

Boys no special make-up needs.
All girl dancers should wear a regular face of stage makeup using the following
colors/materials:
o Neutral colored eye shadow (exaggerated “street” makeup)
o Raspberry Blush
o Foundation
o High pigmentation cranberry lipstick
o Black eye liner

Photo Day Protocol

Outfit, Makeup and Hair

Bring a labeled garment bag and label everything your dancer wears - you will leave the
costume and accessories at school and it will all be placed in their garment bag after photos
are taken. Please have your dancers arrive as follows:
o Female dancers
=  Wear tights and nude leotard (please label these with the dancer’s name
items on the tag) and wear a cover-up over their dance clothes.
=  Wear hairin a bun.
= All makeup applied except lipstick (please bring in a Ziploc bag labeled with
their name). Lipstick will be applied just for the picture and will be left in
their garment bag.
= Bring a change of clothes. The only thing you will take home is ballet shoes
and jazz shoes.
o Male dancers

- Wear street clothes, white ankle socks and white sneakers.

Sign-in and Pick-up

Please sign your dancer in with staff at the entrance of the dance building lobby and arrange
to pick them up at the allotted time (schedule included).

If your dancer does not show up on time for his or her respective photo session, your
dancer will not be in the group photos. They can still have individual photos taken.

Parents are not allowed in the studios during the photos sessions.

You will leave all costumes and accessories with us on Photo Day (except for ballet shoes
and jazz shoes) and they will be put in the dressing rooms for the show.

Optional Additional Photos
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e Production photos will also be taken by Kemp Davis. They will be available for purchase
through the web page http://mrd.photoreflect.com (password SMH). Photos are
generally on the website 4-6 weeks after the production.

NEW THIS YEAR - Extra Rehearsal
On Wednesday, February 27, all Montessori and Kindergarten dancers will have an extra
rehearsal (in their regular dance outfits) onstage from 8:30 am to 10:30 am.

=  First Group 8:30 am to 9:30 am — All Montessori Girls and Boys

= Second Group 9:30 to 10:30 am — All Kindergarten Girls plus

Kindergarten Girls Jazz/Tap

The dance faculty wants our youngest dancers to feel comfortable onstage and prepared for
our dance recital, so we have arranged for an extra rehearsal during the day. Dance Faculty
and Dance Assistants will pick up the dancers from class and deliver them back to class
when their rehearsal is completed. In order to help dancers, Dance Faculty, and Dance
Assistants stay focused, and save the excitement and surprise for the show, the extra
rehearsal will be a closed rehearsal (only guest dancers, Dance Faculty, and Dance
Assistants are allowed in the theater).

Dress Rehearsal Day

On Thursday, February 28th, all Montessori and Kindergarten dancers will have a dress
rehearsal onstage from 1:00 to 2:30 pm. Montessori assistant teachers will be taking
dancers to the theater and assisting throughout the rehearsal time. In order to help dancers
and teachers stay focused, and save the excitement and surprise for the show, the dress
rehearsal will be a closed rehearsal (only faculty and dancers allowed in the theater).

e Please have your dancers arrive as follows:
o Female Dancers
= All dance shoes in a dance bag
= Hairin abunand NO MAKE-UP
o Male Dancers
= Bring white socks and white sneakers

Half-day Montessori students will stay at school and lunch will be provided for them in EC.
There will be a small charge for this service from EC. Assistant teachers will walk them to
the theater along with full day students.

After dress rehearsal, we will change them back into their uniform and keep their
costumes, accessories, leotards and shoes in the dressing rooms so they will be ready for
the performance.
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o Dancers will be dismissed at 2:30 pm at Kindergarten/Montessori drop off.
Dancers that are not picked up by 2:45 pm will be sent to EC.

Show Day/Out of Uniform Day

Show day: Friday, March 1 at 1:00 pm.

e Purchased T-shirts will be distributed in mid-February. They will be in a labeled baggie
in your dance bag.
e All dancers can wear their Dance T-Shirt (if purchased) for Show Day/Out of Uniform
Day, along with approved uniform bottoms.
e Please have your dancers arrive as follows:
o Female dancers
=  Wear hairinabun.
= All makeup applied except lipstick (we will use the lipstick you left with us
at Photo Day).
= Bring your ballet shoes and jazz shoes.
o Male dancers
= No Make-up.
= Wear white socks and white sneakers.
e Costumes and accessories and tights will be in the dressing rooms.
o After the show, dancers will be dismissed from the Dressing Rooms by 2:00 pm. Please
inform your respective classroom teacher if your child will go to EC after the show.
e Make sure to sign out your child with the assistant teacher or staff member at the
Dressing Rooms.
o If they are in Montessori Girls dance classes, they will be in the West Gallery
(Stage Left).
o If they are in Kinder Girls dance classes, they will be in the East Gallery (Stage
Right).
o If they are in Montessori/Kinder Boys dance class, they will be in the Stage Right
Dressing Room.
