Communication 
In case of emergency or schedule change, Leoni Meadows will contact the parent/guardian listed on the camper’s 
account and proceed to the secondary contact if necessary.  Parents are encouraged to call Leoni Meadows, 
530.626.3610, with questions or concerns regarding bus transportation. 
 
Pick-up/Drop-off Procedures 
Please arrive 15 minutes early on day of Drop-off and Pick-up.  A camp staff will greet you and check-in your 
camper on day of departure.  Your account balance must be paid-in-full prior to day of departure.  Also, please be 
sure that you have filled out the Health & Information Form and Consent Form online. 
 
On day of pick-up, campers will only be released to an authorized pick-up person who shows valid ID, as specified 
in writing by parent/guardian. 
 
Safety Rules 
Campers are accompanied and supervised by staff at all times.   
Campers will be oriented to the bus rules and will be expected to behave properly at all times, including: 

• No spitting, horseplay, or mischief.  
• No excessive noise, eating, or drinking on the bus.  
• No profanity, verbal abuse, harassment of any kind, obscene gestures, gang signs, or possession of 

unacceptable materials.  
• No standing while the bus is in motion.  
• Students should obey and respect the orders of the driver. The driver is required to report any discipline 

problem to the appropriate camp administrator.  
• Campers should keep the bus clean.
