Buffalo Mountain Camp – Horseback Letter/Releases

Dear Parent or Guardian of Horseback Campers:

Each morning we will be traveling by van or bus from camp to Jonesborough, to the Millercrest Stables where your camper will receive instruction from Gary Miller and his staff in English Saddle. We can assume no liability for accidents or incidents occurring while campers are engaged in horseback riding, beyond our normal health insurance.  Nor, can Millercrest Stables.

As Tennessee Law states:

An equine professional is not liable for an injury to or the death of a participant in equine activities resulting from the inherent risks of equine activities, pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 44, Chapter 20.

When you bring your child to camp, please bring the two attached release forms.  This, along with their signed health form is required before any child is allowed to ride at Millercrest.

Directions for Camp Closings:

Jr. Horse and Horse I close with a horse show that begins at 10:15 a.m. at Millercrest Stables located on 154 Sunny Acres Road.  Go to Jonesborough.  At intersection of 11-E and Hwy 354, take Hwy 354 towards Boone’s Creek.  A short distance past a pediatric office prepare to turn right onto Forest Dr. take immediate left onto Old Boones Creek Road.  The first paved left is Sunny Acres.  The phone number is 753-2201. After the horse show, follow the camp van back to camp.  We will have a horse camp closing at the fire ring behind Allison Lodge immediately upon the group’s arrival back to camp.  Camp ends after lunch, to which you are invited.  We will need to know at check-in on Monday how many will plan to stay for Friday’s lunch.  If you have other children attending one of our other resident camps, their camps will close at 2:00 p.m..  We ask that you please wait and stay for their programs too.

Horse II – Your closing is from 2:00-2:45 at Buffalo Mountain Camp. Instead of a horse show at Millercrest, if skills progress well, you will have a trail ride on Friday.

I understand and agree that in consideration of allowing me to participate in this instructional course of horseback riding, that Gary Miller d/b/a/ Millercrest Stables, his agents, or his servants may not be held liable in any way for any occurrence in connection with said course which may result in injury, death, or damage to me, or claims or demands by me, my family, my heirs, or assigns.

In further consideration of being allowed to participate in the above mentioned course, I hereby personally assume all risks in connection with said course, and I further release Gary Miller individually and d/b/a/ Millercrest Stables, his agents and servants from any harm, injury or damage with may befall me while I am participating in said course, including all risks connected therewith, whether foreseen or unforeseen; and further to save and hold harmless Gary Miller, individually and d/b/a/ Millercrest Stables, his agents and servants, from any and all claims and demands by me,  or my family, estate, heirs, or assigns, arising out of my participation in the above mentioned instructional course in horseback riding notwithstanding the cause or causes of the injury, death or damages, claims, or demands sustained by me.

I further state that I am of lawful age and legally competent to sign this affirmation and release; that I understand that the terms herein are contractual and not a mere recital and that I have signed this document as my own free act.
