VEX IQ 2025

Our Vex IQ instructors, Ms. Alina, Ms. Sophia, Mr. Vaarin, Mr. Stanley, and Mr. Elmer have all
enjoyed a great week of camp! All of the campers made this week exceptional, with everyone
learning how to construct and program their robots for the VEX IQ competition. While a few
students came in with prior experience with VEX IQ, most were newly introduced and each
individual rapidly grew their understanding.

This season's competition is called "Mix and Match”. The object of the game is to score points by
stacking pins and putting stacks into bonus areas. Campers could build a robot from instructions,
called "Huey", or create their own design. Robots were programmed using a graphic software called
VEX code IQ, which is based on the Python programming language.

Gavin and Gabe
Gavin and Gabe added a second motor to the lift of their robot to make it faster and more
powerful. They also shared tips on robot design with other campers. Over camp, they were very
engaged in building and practiced driving with others.
